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The idea behind this video, is to give support to parents and carers when reading with their child at home.
At school, we teach six aspects of reading which are linked to the National Curriculum. These are: Vocabulary (meaning of words) Inference ( you understand something from using evidence from the text) Predict (you have a good guess as to what might happen next) Explain ( you can explain why an author has used a particular word/ phrase or structure)  Retrieve (to identify key details from the text) and finally Summarise ( to tell what has happened in a short statement)

Each of these six aspects can be used to question your child about the text that they are reading.
Look at his example:

Explain: VYSVETLENIE: Preco autor vybral toto slovo? Ake  ine slovo mohol autor pouzit?
Vocabulary: SLOVNA ZASOBA: Co toto slovo znamena? Mozes toto slovo pouzit vo vete?

Summarise: ZHRNUTIE/ZAVER: Co sa stalo v tomto paragrafe?

Infer: INFERENCIA: Ako sa citi Shylova matka ? Ako to vies?

Predict: PREDVIDANIE: Co si myslis  Shylo dalej urobi?
